A fifty-three-year-old male presented with a reference letter from a local clinic
physician. It said that liver SOL whose sizes are around 20mm in diameter was found on
ultrasound screening. He had diabetes mellitus. Laboratory test revealed blood sugar
158mg/mL, A1C 7.9, no elevation of tumor markers of CEA, CA19-9 and AFP. He took
EOBMRI for further examination (Figs. 1, 2).
